Update on Department Activities 
Hillsville Christian Church’s World Outreach Department is small in number but is very active.  We actively work on local, national, and international missions.  We invite you to join us in our adventurous work aimed at meeting the needs of our fellow man through Christ. 
Four World Outreach Department members of Hillsville Christian Church (HCC) traveled to Nicaragua on a mission trip.  Two missionaries departed the United States on June 25 and 2 others departed North America on June 29 with everybody returning to the United States on July 5, 2008.  The Hillsville Christian Church mission team members, included Colene Larrowe, Marion Ayers, Sarah Ayers and Harlos Larrowe, joined with Cornerstone Community Church’s mission team and others from across Virginia to partner with Because We Care Ministries on this trip.  We have partnered with Because We Care Ministries in the past and they are currently in Nicaragua on their 108th mission trip to that country.  A total of 22 people went on this trip and we joined with a number of native people from Nicaragua to make this a successful venture.  
Mission Trip Accomplishments: 
· Distributed vitamins and clothing within 2 hours after arriving in Nicaragua on June 25, 2008

· Jo Anne Yon, a missionary from Roanoke, Virginia accepted the vitamins and clothing items that were to be distributed at a medical clinic that serves between 3,000 and 4,000 people weekly and at an orphanage

· Tonala Village 

Tonala Village is located between an active volcano and the Pacific Ocean in a low lying area that is subject to flooding.  It flooded in the last year as a result of a devastating hurricane.  The community has greatly suffered from natural disasters and has not recovered from the mounting devastation.

· Paid for the construction and installation of a metal water tower located next to Cornerstone Community Church, South America (our World Outreach Department paid a small amount on the construction cost for this church that was built in 2007 and I was able to help a little with the construction of it)
· We are working to make this church the center of everything positive in that village 

· Exceptional workmanship on the water tower should be noted
· Installed a water tank on the water tower

· Purchased and installed a water pump in the approximately 50 ft. deep hand dug well we paid for in 2007

· Purchased and installed water pipe and wiring and dug a ditch for the water pipe and wiring

· Purchased and planted trees, shrubs, and ground cover at Cornerstone Community Church

· Started a Feed-A-Family program for Cornerstone Community Church, South America church members and their families living in Tonala Village (also provide food for other villagers)
· Collected identifying information on the children and their families to be used in the feeding program adoption program whereas Nicaraguan families were adopted by people living in the USA who are paying $1 per day ($365 per year per family) for the feeding of families living in Tonala Village

· $1 per day provides monthly doctor visits and needed medication, vitamins, beans and rice, Bible study programs, hygiene type programs, etc.

· Future plans are to construct a building where hot meals will be served to those attending church  

· Provided Spiritual Messages in every village visited

· We were the first mission team to ever provide a spiritual message to the people living in Casa Blanca and Santa Anna neighboring villages

· Several people committed their lives to Christ

· Provided food, consisting of beans and rice, to multiple villages and every family in those villages

· Provided medical care to all that were sick in several villages

· Participated in a radio ministry that serves parts of 4 countries
· Distributed clothing items to people living along roadways and in villages

· Distributed vitamins in multiple villages and left vitamins to be timely distributed in the future by Dr. Breones and other mission teams working with Because We Care Ministries
· Team members painted finger nails of young girls in villages
· Team members played games and soccer with the youth in various villages
· Team members styled the hair of young girls in various villages
· Team members distributed toys, stickers, masks, plastic jewelry, coloring books, crayons, etc. to the children
· Visited Elleiat, a young cross-eyed girl our 2007 mission team “adopted” in the Mayocunda Village
· Elleiat was wearing glasses the 2007 mission team provided
· Elleiat was wearing the corrective shoes provided by the 2007 mission team
· Elleiat was provided with a number of items specifically selected for her and she is progressing very well
· The mission team attend and participated in church services with the Nicaragua natives 
· Mission team members experienced much spiritual growth, realizing God’s will in each of our lives
· Teenagers and the older team members shared their testimony with villagers and on the radio
· World Outreach Department “adopted” so to speak, 2 children and paid for their education (paid $150 each for a total of $300 and the children get 2 uniforms each, their school books and a year of education at the Baptist School located in one of the poorest areas of Nicaragua but where students have the highest test scores in that country)
· 2 girls and a boy were adopted by a Hillsville Christian Church family committed to providing the necessary funds to pay for their education
· Paid for construction repair to the Baptist School located in Somotillo
· Roof was sagging due to design issues that have resulted in cracked supporting walls and breaking of windows
· Cement pillars and new metal were added to correct building deficiencies 
· Paid for paint to be used to rehabilitate the school (another mission team associated with Because We Care Ministries will apply the paint) 
· Dedicated a house in the Platanel Village that Hillsville Christian Church helped build for a woman and her 7 children who were homeless after the death of the husband and father
· Provided funds to pay for the medical treatment of a man’s family (family ill and without funds to pay for medical treatment until provided by HCC
· This man was struck by a vehicle and remained unconscious on the side of the road for 3 days (maggots were found in his head wound)
· Because We Care Ministries made arrangements for his medical treatment and has continued to support this man who still has issues but is progressing 
Other Accomplishments

· A $400 donation was made to the Free Clinic, to purchase 700 test strips.

· A $60 donation was made to the Fellowship of Christian Athletes (FCA) at Carroll County High School CCHS to purchase Tee-shirts for the members of the FCA who were without

· Worked with Interact (Rotary International at the high school level) to begin a sole to soul shoe campaign for the children of Nicaragua – school kids are now collecting shoes to be taken to Nicaragua by World Outreach Department in June, 2009)

· World Outreach Department spearheaded a Baby Bottle Campaign to support Tri-Area Pregnancy Center that provides much assistance and programs to mothers to be

· 10 cases of food was purchased for the local food bank supported by Hillsville Christian Church and we will soon make additional purchases
· World Outreach Department members continue to work with the SHARE program (food distribution program that offers quality food items on a monthly basis to families at very low cost)
· World Outreach Department members continue to voluntarily work at the Golden Thrift Store (provides clothing items and household items at extremely low cost)
· Support the Fee Health Clinic by purchasing needed equipment and make financial donations to support the general needs of the clinic.  HCC members, at times, transport needy people long distances to obtain health care when they are experiencing health related issues but do not have the funds to pay for transportation.
· World Outreach is in the process of purchasing $800 in supplies to be used in putting together baby kits, hygiene kits and cleaning buckets full of supplies that will be given to Hurricane Ike victims (approximately $200 has been set aside to pay for shipping cost and not included in the $800 mentioned above)
· World Outreach is in the process of getting involved in the Open Table program that feeds over 200 local residents on a regular basis
Future Plans
· Mission Trip to Nicaragua – leaving on Saturday after Thanksgiving for a 7 day mission trip
· Looking for people to travel to Haiti on a January, 2009 mission trip lasting 1 week
· Mission Trip to Nicaragua – leaving last Saturday in June, 2009 and returning on the first Saturday in July, 2009
· Plans are being made for a tour of Israel and Egypt in either October or November, 2009
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
